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Minister’s letter
If you’ve ever worked with somebody who seems to be universally competent and unfailingly reliable, you’ll know how easy it is to take what he or she does for granted.  In this month’s letter I want to draw particular attention to our church website, to be found at www.heathstreet.org, which continues to be managed by  Robin Thorne.  If you haven’t yet been on our new website I would recommend you to check it out (with the help of a more technologically adept friend, if using the Internet is a daunting prospect!).  You can hardly fail to be struck at what Robin has done with the simple one page design which he inherited.  Conversely, all those who have been on the new website, but haven’t revisited it recently, are encouraged to have another look.  The site is updated surprisingly frequently and it’s worth taking the time to browse what is now an extensive document of life here at Heath Street.
Over past decades in our locality, one big change has been the purchase of a large number of Hampstead flats and houses by multi-national companies, with a view to providing short-term accommodation for employees on secondment.  It’s a trend which has only exacerbated our already existing drift toward ‘temporary communities’.  A temporary community sounds like a non sequitur.  When we know we are living on a temporary basis, whether for five days or for five years, we are tempted to assume that genuine community is one of the human goods we will simply have to do without.  This is a terrible mistake, particular for those of us who seek to be followers of Jesus.
But what relevance does any of this bear to the eulogy of our website with which my letter began?  I think it helps to put in context how vitally important a website really can be.  For someone new to town, stepping through the door of a Christian church involves a much bigger expenditure of energy than we are liable to realise.  It’s a great help if we can provide extensive, clear and reliable information about ourselves, enabling the newcomer to gauge what kind of reality is being given to our claim to be hearers and doers of the living word.

· including a link to the website at the bottom of every private email you send,
· and even linking to it on any website for which you are responsible
and the same goes for our ‘Heath Street Arts’ Facebook page!
