From the choirmaster of our community choir:

Heath Street Choir has grown in number this term and now boasts seventeen extremely enthusiastic members.  The choir members hail from all walks of life and some travel from as far as Brixton to attend. Most members have never received any formal musical training and many haven't sung since school. We work very hard each Thursday evening and, following rehearsal, we reward ourselves for our efforts in a local pub. 

When the choir first started it consisted of a hardcore group of about five people and attempts to boost numbers included (as well as the usual door-to-door leafleting and online marketing) an inordinate amount of time spent busking horribly close to some bins in Flask Walk while handing out leaflets to passers by.  A charity called Wellbodi Partnership, which raises money for orphans in Sierra Leone, found out about the choir through our website and asked us to sing Christmas carols in various shopping centres and office blocks around London. We successfully raised over £250 in one day.

Our numbers have increased and having a larger choir has given us a chance to explore repertoire on a larger scale.  Participating in the Easter service meant a great deal to every member of the choir and we are still extremely happy to have had an opportunity to sing Vivaldi's Gloria and, we hope, added to the service for the whole congregation. 

We are now working on our repertoire of madrigals and partsongs for a concert at the church on the evening of Saturday 7 June. We very much hope to see you there!
